AGE GROUPS
The following categories will NOT be broken down into age specific judging:

All OTHER categories will be judged under specific age groups as follows:

The daughter’s age on March 29, 2009 (the registration deadline) determines which age
group the daughter should enter, Jobie to Bee’s may enter all categories with the
EXCEPTION of the Messenger Rewrite in the Writing Category.

PREREGISTRATION
ALL items entered in the contest MUST be preregistered. The preregistration form (see
page 18 of this packet) may be mailed to the Grand Librarian, or hand delivered at the
GGC Church and Necrology Service on March 29, 2009.
